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The shield displays, on a green
background, a broad white wave and
two narrow ones representing the River
Test and its tributaries over which leaps
a brown trout, symbolising the name and
character of Test Valley.
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The supporters pursue the same theme.
On the left is a golden ‘Hart Royal’ (a stag
with twelve points) from the crest of
Andover, collared with a green.ribbon from
which hangs a crest-wreath or ‘torse’ of the
Andover colours, green and white, enclosing
the oak tree from the Andover shield which
is also appropriate to the Andover Rural
District. Balancing this supporter is the Hart
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Above the closed helm is the mural or
crenellated crown from the crest of
Romsey, from which rises the grassy hill
with the red lion standing on it which
comes from the Andover shield. Behind
the lion stands the crosier from the arms
of Romsey which refers to Romsey
Abbey, and in the wider context, to other
