Licensing Act 2003 – Regulated entertainment
A Premises Licence or Temporary Event Notice is NOT required for entertainment that meets the following criteria:

	Plays or similar and Performances of Dance
	· held between 0800 and 2300 hours

· audience of no more than 500 persons

	Films
	· Held between 0800 and 2300 hours

· audience of no more than 500 persons

· not for profit basis

· in community premises

· organiser has the consent of the person(s) responsible for the premises

· organiser abides by age classification ratings (U, 12, 18, etc.)

	Indoor Sporting Events
	· held between 0800 and 2300 hours

· audience of no more than 1000 persons

	Boxing and Wrestling
	· held between 0800 and 2300 hours

· audience of no more than 1000 persons

· Greco-Roman or Freestyle wrestling only i.e. all other forms of boxing and wrestling need licensing including mixed martial arts

	Live Music - unamplified
	· held between 0800 and 2300 hours

	Live Music - amplified
	· held between 0800 and 2300 hours
· audience of no more than 500 persons

· in premises with a licence for the sale of alcohol for consumption on the premises; or

· in a workplace; or

· in a church hall, village hall, community hall or similar where the organiser has the consent of the person(s) responsible for the premises; or

· in non-residential local authority premises, school or hospital where the organiser has the consent of the local authority, school or healthcare provider

	Recorded music
	· held between 0800 and 2300 hours
· audience of no more than 500 persons

· in premises with a licence for the sale of alcohol for consumption on the premises; or

· in a church hall, village hall, community hall or similar where the organiser has the consent of the person(s) responsible for the premises; or

· in non-residential local authority premises, school or hospital where the organiser has the consent of the local authority, school or healthcare provider

	Any entertainment
	· held between 0800 and 2300 hours
· in local authority premises where provided by or on behalf of the local authority

· on school premises where provided by or on behalf of the school

· on hospital premises where provided by or on behalf of the healthcare provider

· at a travelling circus provided it is not films, boxing or wrestling, within a moveable structure accommodating the audience and not there for more than 28 days


NB Any entertainment that falls outside of the above criteria will be regulated entertainment and thus require either a Premises Licence or a Temporary Event Notice. None of the exemptions affect the need to apply for copyright licensing or the requirement not to cause a noise nuisance
If the sale of alcohol is provided at the same time as entertainment then although the entertainment will be exempt a Premises Licence or Temporary Event Notice will still be required for the sale of alcohol.
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
