THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF TEST VALLEY OFF STREET PARKING PLACES (AMENDMENT NO 1 ) ORDER 2016
NOTICE OF MAKING
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Borough Council of Test Valley (“the Council”) made the above Order on Twenty Fourth day of October 2016 (“the Order”) pursuant to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 and the Road Traffic Act 1991 both as amended by the Road Traffic (Permitted Parking Area and Special Parking Area) (County of Hampshire) (Borough of Test Valley) Order 2003.
The Order is substantially the same as The Borough Council of Test Valley Off Street Parking Places Order 2016 (“the 2016 Order”) with the implementation of proposal numbered 2 set out in the Notice of Proposals published on 11 September 2015.
The amendment provides that the Proposal 2 will be implemented as from 18 November 2016. The general nature and effect of the amendments is as follows:
Provision is added to permit parking at the Icknield School Off Street Parking Place number 31. Parking will be restricted to vehicles displaying an Icknield School staff permit between the hours 08:00 and 18:00 Monday to Friday during the term days of Icknield School. At all other times of day and at weekends the Parking Place will be available for the free public parking of Private Light Goods (PLG) Vehicles. 
All other provisions within the 2016 Order remain unchanged.

The provisions within the Order will come into effect on the eighteenth day of November 2016.

A notice of proposals in respect of the Order was published on 11 September 2015.

If any person wishes to question the validity of the Order or of any of its provisions on the grounds that it or they are not within the powers conferred by the Act, or that any requirement of the Act or of any instrument made under the Act has not been complied with, that person may, within 6 weeks from 24 October 2016, apply for the purpose to the High Court.
