Note 1
This application form may be used for closures of not more than 6 months.  If the Council is satisfied that an urgent closure is needed and the closure is for less than 5 days, then there is no need for press advertisement, but all other requirements apply.  Where emergencies occur, highways can be closed by the Police without notice and the Applicant should arrange this with the Police and notify the Transport Team and the NRSWA Coordinator of the details agreed with the Police.
Note 2.
The Applicant will prepare a schedule of diversion signs including size and lettering (sample attached) and mark the positions of these on the submitted plan.  The schedule of signs and one copy of the plan showing the diversion route and sign locations, must be submitted to the Council’s Transport Team with the application.  The closure will not be progressed unless, in the opinion of the Council, the plan and schedule of signs are both satisfactory and the timing of the closure is acceptable.

Note 3
The Applicant is required to provide appropriately advanced notification signs (black lettering on yellow background approximate width 1m) on site for a minimum of four weeks in advance of each closure, eg:

The Applicant is required to provide appropriately worded signs (Black lettering on yellow background approximate width 1m) indicate access available to non-residential premises affected by the closure, eg
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Note 5
If the Applicant does not remedy any problem with the signs to the satisfaction of the Council, the Council, without prejudice, will remedy the problems at the Applicant’s expense.  Problems with the signs may include incorrect diversion route signed, failure to provide size, materials, appearance, method of fixing, location, orientation, illumination, safety, vandalism, unauthorised removal as well as signs being left in position when the road is not closed.

Note 6
The Applicant shall indemnify the Council or its Agents against any claims which may arise as a result of the works, and to this end the Applicant shall hold a valid Public Liability Insurance Policy for the duration of the works and until the Council or its Agents assume responsibility.  The Insurance shall provide indemnity of not less than £10,000,000 for any one claim.  There shall be no limit on the total number of claims.
